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Since December 2003, following the Governments announcement,
there has been much debate over whether Stansted Airport
should be expanded.

If 2 hew runway is added, everyone for miles around the airport,
wilt be subjected to the following:-

1] More runways means more planes taking off and landing at the
same time, causing three main areas of pollution - air, light and
noise. The “Stop Stansted Expansion” web site has a map which
shows what villages/towns will be effected by noise poliution.
However the same areas would equally be effected by air and light
pollution as a result of the airports expansion. | have attached a
copy of this map which shows all the local areas that would suffer.

2] In order to build the runway, many houses and listed buildings
will have to be destroyed. Robbing the citizens of this area of their
history. Lots of families will be forced to move out of their homes
which to them, is devastating and unfair.

3] Building the new runway also means a loss of countryside and
foliage. Trees and plants will be destroyed and lots of animals,
birds and insects will lose their natural habitats.

4] An increase in traffic will force many people to use the smaller
roads through our villages/towns, which will produce more
poliution.

However there are reasohs why Stansted Airport shouid be
expanded. These are as follows:-

1] The airport will bring new businesses to the area which will
create more jobs, and perhaps make the community wealthier.
New airlines may move to Stansted also creating more jobs.

2] More people will be able to travel to and from Stansted Airport
on major flights, to worldwide destinations. We do not have this
now. This may improve tourism in this area benefiting local
