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3] Better transport services will have to be provided to cope with
the increased traffic to the airport. This would help people to get
around this area quicker and also to get to other cities faster.

A poll was taken by the Guardian Newspaper on 5« December 2003
before the announcement of the expansion. A 1000 people were
questioned from the local community and the results are as
follows:-

20% opposed the airport expansion.

68% thought more jobs would be created.

38% thought noise would be a problem but 32% said it wouldn't
be a problem.

33% the area would benefit from Stansted expansion, with only
17% saying it would have no advantages.

14% said pollution would be a problem.

28% thought traffic would be a problem.

As you can see, out of the 1000 people interviewed, many thought
Stansted's expansion would be more beneficial than not. |
personally do not agree because | live in an area that would be
largely effected by the pollution, especially noise, created by the
airport.
